This course, the required writing course for third year students pursuing the English Major, is a
full-year course (not a standalone semester course). Fall semester is devoted to creative writing
and the spring semester is devoted to the academic essay.

This course is largely a writing workshop. Students will write in every class and are expected to
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write every day outside of classwhile exploring different writing techniques and styles. Students
will read and analyze the language of various samples of creative, non-academic writing (such as
poetry and short stories). Students’ own writing skills will be developed through pre-writing,
revising, re-writing, and critiquing. Students must be willing to share their work with their partners,
groups, and the lecturer.
